RECREATIONAL GYMNASTICS POLICIES

PRESCHOOL PROGRAM POLICIES AND 

PARENT-TOT PROGRAM POLICIES
STRUCTURE OF SESSIONS
Sessions are scheduled in 8 week blocks throughout the calendar year.  This program is based on each class attending a particular number of lessons within the 8 week time frame.  If the gym is closed for a holiday, it is listed on the scheduled closure days and a make-up day will be scheduled following the closure.

Payment for each session is due prior to the start date of each session.  This guarantees your child a space in that class for the upcoming session.  An invoice will be distributed to each child currently enrolled in a class approximately two weeks prior to the beginning of the next session.  In the event an invoice was not received, please check with the office at anytime to verify when a payment is due.  Once a session has begun, it is the policy of Colorado Gymnastics Institute (CGI) to not provide refunds.  However, due to extenuating circumstances, exceptions may be given.
STRUCTURE OF MONTHLY PROGRAMS AND PAYMENTS
Some of our classes are paid on a monthly basis.  Tuition for these classes are based on a 48 week year at 4 weeks per month.  Since certain months have more practice than other months, certain scheduled days off will be given without a proration in tuition.  These normal scheduled days off include Christmas Eve, Christmas, New Years Eve, New Years Day, Memorial Day, Labor Day and July 4th holidays.

All monthly payments are due by the 1st of each month.  Payments received after the 10th of each month will be assessed a $10 late fee.  A student’s absence from class is not cause for a late payment.  If your child is absent for any reason, you may mail your payment to the above address.

ADDITIONAL INFORMATION

Those families with more than one child in our program will continue to receive a 10% discount off of the family’s total tuition.  
There is an annual registration fee of $40 for each student in our program.  It is due in September of every year.  This fee is pro-rated throughout the year for those students who enroll after September 1 of each year.  The 10% family discount does not apply to the annual registration fee.

RULE AND REGULATIONS FOR RECREATIONAL, PRE-SCHOOL AND PARENT-TOT PROGRAM
Only students of Colorado Gymnastics Institute are allowed in the main gym area.  Parents may observe from the upstairs bleachers.  
Smoking and alcoholic beverages are prohibited on the premises.

All food and drink are to be consumed in the front entrance area.  No food or drink are allowed in the main gym area or upstairs.  This includes candy and gum.

Acceptable dress for classes is a gymnastics leotard for girls or shorts and a t shirts.  For boys, shorts and shirt is appropriate.  Both boys and girls shall have bare feet or gymnastics shoes.  Students who are not properly dressed will not be allowed to enter class.  Students are expected to be clean and well groomed.

Long hair must be secured in a hair tie or with clips.

Students are expected to be on time for class.  Students should not arrive earlier than 15 minutes prior to their assigned class time.

Students coats, shoes, clothes, etc will be kept in the lobby area or upstairs in the cubbies.  Students should leave all valuables at home.  CGI will not assume any liability for lost or stolen items.

Any activity in the lobby area is prohibited.  Any unsupervised activity in the main gym is prohibited.  Any unsupervised activity on any of the gymnastics equipment could result in removal from class.  Repeated violations could result in removal from the program entirely.

All gymnasts are expected to display proper behavior by be courteous to others and self-disciplined at all times.  Students are required to observe all safety rules in the gym at all times.  Any intentional disregard for these rules shall be cause for removal from the program.
We do have a lost and found.  Please ask us to items that may have been placed in there.

Injury or illness-If two or more weeks of class are missed due to injury or illness, your fee will be prorated.  If proration is to occur, a physicians note may be required.  Please contact us if your child is absent to insure that their spot is reserved in class.
